I've visited many gardens and viewed
lots of landscaping. To my mind, there’s
no comparison.

Personally | prefer gardens to landscap-
ing. Start with the definitions. Garden:

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Quick Garden Tip
Deadhead for Fall Bloom

Deadheading summer blooms pyo-
motes another flush of bloom |in
the fall.
Many antique roses produce clyis-
ters of blooms. Generally the cg¢n-
tral bloom fades first. Removing
that bloom will encourage the clys-
ter to bloom.
When all are finished, remove the
entire cluster by cutting back to pn
emerging bud or fully formef
shoot.
Removal of blind (non-flowering
shoots will both promote fof
bloom and protect the shrub frgm
winter wind damage that can oc¢ur
with overly long canes.
